OTC MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

To date, OTC South Pacific has focused
heavily on delivering high quality educational
programs.

In 2009/10 the OTC South Pacific chapter
will include three types of 2 day “Advanced
Fracture Management” cadaveric courses
for advanced registrars, focusing on complex
fractures of the knee; pelvic/acetabular
and upper limb fracture management
respectively. These courses are dynamic, with
a mixture of lectures, case discussions and
workshops and a low student tfo insfructor
ratio of 3:1.

OTC South Pacific also runs IM nail courses
across Australia for junior registrars. There are
plans to increase the number and diversity of
courses over 2010, including the delivery of
courses for orthopaedic nurses.

RESEARCH & GRANTS
